Text of Jim Stevenson’s email, 12/20/2011:

At our December 8th "Constitutional Convention," I agreed to do some thinking about how we should approach the Library writers' group of Vacaville. Before we were a formally constituted group, Lois and I spoke to that group. Now seems like a good time for the board to define how we respond to the Vacaville writers, and other groups. 
As I considered how this might be handled, it seemed premature to suggest a formal relationship to our organization, requesting filming of speaking presentations before we have determined what sort of events we want filmed and by whom. (This means to me that we should be clear on what we intend to do and what we should ask of other groups.) A number of thoughts came to mind. As a starting point, I think we should request a correspondent to list of our organization in announcement of events at which we appear - as opposed to simply listing the presenter. We should also seek an assurance of some sort of publicity. 

Now would be a good time to develop some basic policies and procedures in order to create an institutional memory of what we want to do and how we want to do it. Attached is my skimpy effort to start thinking along these lines.

In order to save some time when we meet, I am willing to summarize my thoughts and all responses in a mashup agenda item for the meeting, if you wish, Madame et Monsieur Président.
